2017 SPECIAL TOWN COUNCIL MEETING
MINUTES

MONDAY, DECEMBER 4, 2017

Call to Order and Roll Call:   Mayor Bernice (Bonnie) Fischer called to order the Special Town Council Meeting at 2:33 p.m.  Present were Mayor Fischer, Vice-Mayor Robert Gottlieb, and Council Member Elvadianne Culbertson.  Council Members Stella Jordan and Lucille Flagello were absent.  Also present were Town Clerk/Assistant to Town Manager Maylee De Jesus, Town Attorney Glen Torcivia, Chief Carl Webb, and Town residents.
Pledge of Allegiance:   The Pledge of Allegiance was led by Former Vice-Mayor Patricia Schulmayr, Southgate (3605).
Additions/Deletions/Modifications:

Mayor Fischer requested the addition of Public Comments at the end of the Agenda.
Approval of Agenda:

A motion was made by Vice-Mayor Gottlieb and seconded by Council Member Culbertson to approve the amended Agenda.  Upon vote, motion passed 3-0.
Choose Top Candidate and Request Attorney to Negotiate Contract:
Mayor Fischer explained the purpose of this meeting.  She asked for any considerations for a candidate.
Vice-Mayor Gottlieb recommended a candidate should be from Palm Beach County.

Town Attorney Torcivia reported the salaries requested by the three (3) candidates, the issues of a vote of no confidence, which was not accepted by any candidate, a six (6) month probationary period was accepted by all candidates, the choices of health insurance coverage, and car allowance.  He stated to all three (3) candidates that he was not playing games and asked for their “bottom line” requests.
A motion was made by Vice-Mayor Gottlieb and seconded by Mayor Fischer to begin negotiations with Mo Thornton for Town Manager.  Upon vote, motion passed 3-0. 
Council Member Culbertson discussed her frustration with Town Manager salary comparison to other towns.
Town Attorney Torcivia discussed the possibility of monies being saved with the Town Manager being reviewed for their efforts.  He also stated that negotiations should begin, and if need be, return for another meeting.  
A discussion ensued regarding family health insurance, and severance pay.
Town Attorney Torcivia asked for guidance regarding pay range.
Council Member Culbertson stated that she would like to see Ms. Thornton offered one hundred and three thousand dollars ($103,000) with full coverage for her and her daughter.
Public Comment:
Ms. Schulmayr stated “You get what you pay for”.  
Kevin Hall, Palmsea (3520) inquired regarding past pay rate, and did not want to see the Town roll backwards.
Mayor Fischer reported on Ms. Thornton’s past experience, and stated that at this time, nothing is “carved in stone”.
