A motion was made by Vice-Mayor Gottlieb and seconded by Council Member Culbertson        to approve the Agenda.  Upon vote, motion passed 4-0.    
PUBLIC COMMENT:

Joan Hanley, Tropicana (4001) discussed the lack of a sign outside Town Hall advertising this evening’s meeting.  She also inquired regarding reasons for the frequent changes in Town Managers, the underground electrical work in Town of Palm Beach, and the possibility of soliciting and recruiting in front of Town Hall, for Council Member Candidates.
Town Attorney Carolyn Ansay, in the absence of Town Attorney Glen Torcivia, responded and stated not on Town property.

· Streetlight Project Update
Chief Webb reported that sixty thousand dollars ($60,000) was allotted for this project but it came in under budget at forty-nine thousand dollars ($49,000).
