Call to Order and Roll Call:   Vice-Mayor Joseph M. Flagello called to order the Second/Final Budget Public Hearing at 6:15 p.m.  Present were Mayor Bernice (Bonnie) Fischer (via telephone), Vice-Mayor Flagello in Chair, Council Members Stella Jordan, Robert Gottlieb (via telephone) and Woodrow (Woody) Gorbach. Also present were Town Manager Bogdan (Bob) Vitas, Town Clerk/Assistant to Town Manager Maylee De Jesus, Town Attorney Bradley W. Biggs, Chief Carl Webb, Commander Robert A. Rizzotto, and Town residents.

Pledge of Allegiance:   The Pledge of Allegiance was led by Town Staff.
Approval of Agenda:

A motion was made by Council Member Jordan and seconded by Council Member Gorbach to approve the September 15, 2016 Agenda.  Upon vote motion passed 5-0.
Public Hearing:

a)
The Mayor will open the Public Hearing and announce that the proposed operating millage rate               necessary to fund the budget is 4.1278 which is 4.81% over the rolled-back millage rate of 3.9383. 
b) Announce the proposed operating millage rate of 4.1278 Mills for the General Fund.
Vice-Mayor Flagello opened the Public Hearing and announced that the proposed operating millage rate necessary to fund the budget is 4.1278 which is 4.81% over the rolled-back millage rate of 3.9383.  
c) Summary of tentative budget

Town Manager Vitas described and adjusted revenues, as requested by Council Members.  He discussed the decrease in revenue of one million, one hundred and eighty-one thousand, eight hundred and thirteen dollars $1,181,813.00.  Town Manager Vitas also read his complete summary in detail for FY 2016/2017. 
There were no comments or questions.

Vice-Mayor Flagello thanked Town Manager Vitas for all his efforts with the budget. 
d) Comments from the public

Lenore Zake, Barclay (3546) commented how she was very embarrassed for what transpired at the First (1st) Budget Hearing.  She stated that more residents should be present at these meetings, to better assist the residents’ vote, at election time.  
Patricia Schulmayr, Southgate (3605) discussed how she never heard of the Council changing the millage rate, at this time.  She further inquired with the decrease of the millage rate, what exactly was being cut from the Town.
Vice-Mayor Flagello responded that will not be known until the end of the FY 2016/2017.

Council Member Jordan reported that there will be approximately twenty-seven thousand dollars ($27,000) carried over from FY 2017, and that there is fifty thousand ($50,000) from FY 2016.   She discussed the windfall from the previous year from the constituents.

Ms. Schulmayr discussed how living on the coast, something unexpected could happen at any 
time.  She stated how more in the reserves is better security for the residents.
