Call to Order and Roll Call:  Mayor Bernice (Bonnie) Fischer called to order the Regular Town Council Meeting at 7:00 p.m.  Present were Mayor Fischer in Chair, Vice-Mayor Joseph M. Flagello, Council Members Stella Jordan, Robert Gottlieb and Woodrow (Woody) Gorbach. Also present were Town Manager Bogdan (Bob) Vitas Jr., Town Clerk/Assistant to Town Manager Yudy Alvarez, Town Attorney Bradley W. Biggs, and Town residents.  
Pledge of Allegiance:   The Pledge of Allegiance was led by South Palm Beach Police Officer Scott Stevens. 
Approval of Agenda:  
A motion was made by Vice-Mayor Flagello and seconded by Council Member Gorbach                  to approve the amended Agenda.  Upon vote motion passed 5-0.
Approval of Minutes:

· Regular Town Council Meeting – November 17, 2015
A motion was made by Vice-Mayor Flagello and seconded by Council Member Gorbach to approve the November 17, 2015 Regular Town Council Meeting Minutes.  
Council Member Gottlieb reported that there was a correction to Page 1 of the November 17, 2015 Minutes where it should be Vice-Mayor Flagello and not Vice-Mayor Gottlieb but Council Member Gottlieb.
A motion was made by Vice-Mayor Flagello and seconded by Council Member Gorbach to approve the amended November 17, 2015 Regular Town Council Meeting Minutes.  Upon vote motion passed 5-0.

Town Attorney Biggs read title and explained Ordinance No. 283. 
ORDINANCE NO. 283 / FIRST READING:  AN ORDINANCE OF THE TOWN COUNCIL OF THE TOWN OF SOUTH PALM BEACH, FLORIDA, AMENDING ITS CODE OF ORDINANCES AT CHAPTER 10.  BUILDINGS AND BUILDING REGULATIONS BY REPEALING ARTICLE IV.  BUILDING CODES. AND READOPTING IT TO UPDATE REFERENCES TO THE MOST RECENT EDITION OF THE FLORIDA BUILDING CODE 5TH EDITION (2014) ALONG WITH ASSOCIATED TECHNICAL CODES AND TO ADOPT LOCAL AMENDMENTS TO CHAPTER 1. OF THE FLORIDA BUILDING CODE AT TOWN CODE SECTION 10-91; FURTHER PROVIDING FOR THE ADOTION OF AN UPDATED REFERENCE TO BASIC WIND SPEED REGULATIONS IN CONFORMANCE WITH THE 2014 FLORIDA BUILDING CODE AT TOWN CODE SECTION 10-93; PROVIDING THAT EACH AND EVERY OTHER SECTION AND SUBSECTION OF CHAPTER 10. BUILDINGS AND BUILDING REGULATIONS. SHALL REMAIN IN FULL FORCE AND EFFECT AS PREVIOUSLY ADOPTED; PROVIDING A CONFLICTS CLAUSE A SEVERABILITY CLAUSE AND AUTHORITY TO CODIFY; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE; AND FOR OTHER PURPOSES.

A detailed discussion ensued amongst Council Members.
A motion was made by Vice-Mayor Flagello and seconded by Council Member Gottlieb to adopt Ordinance No. 283.  Upon vote motion passed 5-0.
Town Attorney Biggs reported and explained in detail that there will be a Local Planning Agency (LPA) Hearing sometime in January 2016 regarding the Town’s land development with the Town’s Planning Board.

Town Clerk Announcement and Recognition  

Town Manager Vitas reviewed in detail his Ninety (90) Day Action Plan which was distributed to Council Members prior to the meeting.  He further discussed his desire to schedule individual workshops to prioritize Town’s goals, to be completed by March 15, 2016. 
Council Member Jordan commended Town Manager Vitas on his timely efforts.

Mayor Fischer thanked Town Manager Vitas for his moving forward with the Town’s goals.
Vice-Mayor Flagello also thanked Town Manager Vitas for his moving forward, and seriously carrying out his promises made at his candidate’s interview.  
Council Member Gottlieb addressed how Town Manager Vitas’ arrival at Town Hall has seemed much longer than it is, and commended him on researching a five (5) year plan, which was never completed prior to this time.  
Town Manager Vitas made a heartfelt dedication to Town Clerk Alvarez on her departure from the Town of South Palm Beach and her move to Charlotte, North Carolina.  He read the inscription on a plaque in Town Clerk Alvarez’s honor.

Town Clerk Alvarez thanked all Staff, Council Members, past and present, for all their support.  She also stated she appreciated everyone welcoming her.  
Mayor Fischer highly commended Town Clerk Alvarez’s efforts during the time Town of South Palm Beach was without a Town Manager.

Town Attorney Biggs reported in detail the new Waste Management Contract.  He described the Customer Price Index (CPI) which was being used by the Town.  Town Attorney Biggs also commended Waste Management on their relationship with the Town of South Palm Beach.
A discussion ensued amongst Council Members regarding bids and negotiations.
Town Attorney Biggs discussed State laws with regard to the Waste Management franchise.  He explained their increase/decrease rate system during the past five (5) years with the Town.

Board and Committee Reports:
Lucille Flagello, CAAB Co-Chairperson/Bus Trip Chairperson detailed Council Member Gorbach’s incomplete efforts with regard to CAAB sponsoring the Antique Car Show, to be held on February 27, 2016, from 11:00 a.m. until 3:00 p.m., at Plaza del Mar, Manalapan.  She also reported that the next Hard Rock Casino Bus Trip will be held on Tuesday, January 19, 2016, bus leaving Town Hall at 8:45 a.m., at a cost of $22.00 (cash) per attendee, with tip included. Co-Chairperson Flagello reminded everyone that Bingo will start up again on Wednesday, January 6, 2016, at 10:00 a.m. to 12:00 p.m. in Town Chambers.     
Betty Sue Shapiro, 60th Anniversary Celebration reported that fifty-one (51) persons have signed up for the celebration so far.  She distributed flyers advertising the event which is being held on Monday, February 1, 2016, at 6:30 p.m., at Mario’s Restaurant, on Ocean Avenue, Lantana.    
Mayor’s Report:

Mayor Fischer discussed the meeting she and Town Manager Vitas will have with Kristen White, on Thursday, December 17, 2016, with regard to beach issues.  She also addressed her upcoming meeting with Kimberly Miranda, Senior Environmental Analyst, Palm Beach County Environmental Resource Management Department.  Mayor Fischer also discussed the easement agreement with the condominium buildings and co-op.  She wished everyone a very happy holiday and expressed her thanks to Town Clerk Alvarez.
Reports from Members of Council:

Council Member Gorbach responded that he thought he had the support from CAAB, and stated that he has been working seriously on the Antique Car Show for four (4) months.  He reported that the Town of Manalapan has agreed to supply some police security, and that there will be police protection from the Town of South Palm Beach also.  Council Member Gorbach stated that the Car Show will be held on Saturday, February 27, 2015 from 11:00 a.m. until 3:00 p.m.  He continued that there will be between forty-five (45) and fifty (50) vehicles displayed, and the total cost of the event would be one thousand dollars ($1,000).  Council Member Gorbach discussed that five hundred dollars ($500) was donated by Council Member Gottlieb and that Town Council would provide the other five hundred dollars ($500).  
CAAB Co-Chairperson Flagello repeated that CAAB did not have all the available information.
Council Member Gorbach stated that he would be more forthcoming with information for CAAB, and that he promised the Antique Car Show would be a terrific event. 
Council Member Jordan stated that she was under the impression that all the information was received, and thanked Council Member Gorbach for going out of his way with Plaza del Mar to ensure that the event would be very successful.  She expressed her appreciation to Town Clerk Alvarez for all her efforts.
Vice-Mayor Flagello stated that he would support the Car Show, but was also unaware of many of the plans and costs.  He addressed the issue of not seeing any contract between the Town and the Event Planner.  Vice-Mayor Flagello requested more clarification, and expected the Antique Car Show and the 60th Anniversary Dinner Celebration will both be terrific events.  He discussed Town Clerk Alvarez’s many years with the Town, and also commended her efforts in the absence of a Town Manager.  
Council Member Gottlieb also thanked Town Clerk Alvarez for all her great work, and wished everyone a very Happy Holiday.
