REGULAR TOWN COUNCIL MEETING
          MONDAY, DECEMBER 15, 2014 – 7:15 P.M.
Call to Order and Roll Call:  Mayor Donald W. Clayman called to order the Regular Town Council Meeting at 7:24 p.m.  Present were Mayor Clayman in Chair, Vice-Mayor Joseph M. Flagello, Council Members Bernice (Bonnie) Fischer, and Stella Gaddy Jordan.  Council Member Robert Gottlieb was absent with approval. Also present were Town Manager Rex Taylor, Town Clerk/Assistant to Town Manager Yudy Alvarez, Town Attorney Bradley W. Biggs, Police Chief Carl Webb, and Town residents.  
Pledge of Allegiance:   The Pledge of Allegiance was led by Erik Fischer, a resident at the Imperial House (4500). 
Mayor Clayman read the Decorum Statement.
Approval of Agenda:  
A motion was made by Vice-Mayor Flagello and seconded by Council Member Fischer to approve the Agenda.  Upon vote motion passed 4-0.
Approval of Minutes:

· Regular Town Council Meeting – November 18, 2014  
Vice-Mayor Flagello requested the addendum of $25,000 for the Police Department upgrades being added on Page 4, of the November 18, 2014 Regular Town Council Minutes.

A motion was made by Council Member Jordan and seconded by Council Member Fischer to approve the amended November 18, 2014 Minutes.  Upon vote motion passed 4-0.
· Police Union Negotiations Impasse Meeting – November 21, 2014

Council Member Jordan suggested the withdrawal of the Police Union Negotiations Impasse Meeting Minutes of November 21, 2014, as no Town Council Members were present at that meeting.  She did request a copy of the meeting.
A motion was made by Vice-Mayor Flagello and seconded by Council Member Jordan to eliminate the Police Union Negotiations Impasse Meeting of November 21, 2014 from the Town Council records.  Upon vote motion passed 4-0.

· Special Town Council Meeting – November 25, 2014

A motion was made by Vice-Mayor Flagello and seconded by Council Member Fischer to approve the Special Town Council Meeting dated November 25, 2014 Minutes.  Upon vote motion passed 4-0.

· A Resolution presented by Mr. George S. Brown, Deputy City Manager for The City of Boca Raton, Florida, honoring Mr. Rex A Taylor for his service to the Florida City and County Management Association while serving as Town Manager for the Town of South Palm Beach

Mayor Clayman introduced Mr. George S. Brown.
Mr. Brown presented Town Manager Taylor a plaque honoring his respected professional service in the community.

Town Manager Taylor thanked Mr. Brown for the honor and all the accolades. 
Ordinances:
· ORDINANCE NO. 275 / FINAL READING – Providing for the submission to the electors of the Town an Amendment to the Town Charter to provide for an elimination of term limits previously applicable to Town Council Members and the Mayor; providing for submission of this proposed Charter Amendment to the electors of the Town at the election to be held on March 10, 2015.
Town Attorney Biggs read and further explained Ordinance No. 275.
A motion was made by Council Member Jordan and seconded by Council Member Fischer to approve Ordinance No. 275 Final Reading.   Upon vote motion passed 4-0.
· ORDINANCE NO. 276 / FINAL READING - Providing for the submission to the electors of the Town Amendments to the Town Charter to provide for an elimination of the term limits in the Charter previously applicable to members of Town Boards and Committees along with the elimination of the Citizen Advisory Council in its entirety; providing for submission of this proposed Charter Amendment to the electors of the Town at the election to be held on March 10, 2015.
Town Attorney Biggs read Ordinance No. 276 Title and further explained it.
A motion was made by Vice-Mayor Flagello and seconded by Council Member Jordan to approve Ordinance No. 276 Final Reading.  Upon vote motion passed 4-0.
· ORDINANCE NO. 277 / FINAL READING – Providing for the submission to the electors of the Town an Amendment to the Town Charter to provide for a modification to the procedure for filling vacancies on the Town Council in the event that there are more than six (6) months remaining in an unexpired term of any Town Council Member and no regular Town election is scheduled within six (6) months; providing for certain revisions due to scrivener’s errors; providing for submission of this proposed Charter Amendment to the electors of the Town at the election to be held on March 10, 2015.   
Town Attorney Biggs read Ordinance No. 277 Title and further explained it.
A motion was made by Council Member Fischer and seconded by Vice-Mayor Flagello to approve Ordinance No. 277 Final Reading.  Upon vote motion passed 4-0.
· ORDINANCE NO. 278 / FINAL READING – Providing for the submission to the electors of the Town an Amendment to the Town Charter to provide for a modification to two (2) listed, prerequisite qualifications required in order to be considered for the position for Town Manager; and providing for submission of this proposed Charter Amendment to the electors of the Town at the election to be held on March 10, 2015.  
Town Attorney Biggs read Ordinance No. 278 Title and further explained it.

A motion was made by Vice-Mayor Flagello and seconded by Council Member Fischer to approve Ordinance No. 278 Final Reading.  Upon vote motion passed 4-0. 
A discussion ensued regarding the 2016 Election with regard to State law.

Resolutions:
· RESOLUTION NO. 07-2014:  A Resolution to provide for the following:  
Announcing the qualifications and the qualifying time for the candidates for the General Municipal Election to be held on March 10, 2015; requesting that the Supervisor of Elections or designee, along with the Town Clerk or designee  be members of the Town of South Palm Beach Canvassing Board; conduct the testing of electronic tabulation equipment; conduct the Town’s Municipal Election; canvass the election and all absentee ballots; and certify the results along with ensuring orderly conduct.
Town Attorney Biggs read and explained Resolution No. 07-2014 in detail.
A motion was made by Vice-Mayor Flagello and seconded by Council Member Fischer to approve Resolution No. 07-2014.  Upon vote motion passed 4-0. 
Other Business:

· Consideration of Agreement by and between the Supervisor of Elections (SOE) and the Town of South Palm Beach for vote processing equipment use and election services.
Town Attorney Biggs explained in detail the Agreement.
A motion was made by Vice-Mayor Flagello and seconded by Council Member Fischer to approve the Consideration of Agreement by and between the Supervisor of Elections (SOE) and the Town of South Palm Beach for vote processing equipment use and election services.  Upon vote motion passed 4-0.
· Discussion of Employment Contract with the new Town Manager

Town Attorney Biggs discussed and explained in detail the new Town Manager Jim Pascale’s Employment Agreement.
A motion was made by Council Member Jordan and seconded by Council Member Fischer to approve the Employment Agreement with Mr. Jim Pascale.
Upon roll call motion passed 4-0; Mayor Clayman – Yes, Vice-Mayor Flagello – Yes, Council Member Jordan – Yes, and Council Member Fischer – Yes.

Mayor Clayman commended and thanked Town Attorney Biggs on all his efforts with the Employment Contract.

Vice-Mayor Flagello commended and thanked the staff on their efforts with all the candidates.
