REGULAR TOWN COUNCIL MEETING
          TUESDAY, NOVEMBER 18, 2014 – 7:15 p.m.
Call to Order and Roll Call:  Mayor Donald W. Clayman called to order the Regular Town Council Meeting at 7:20 p.m.  Present were Mayor Clayman in Chair, Vice-Mayor Joseph M. Flagello, Council Members Bernice (Bonnie) Fischer, Robert Gottlieb and Stella Gaddy Jordan (via telephone).  Also present were Town Manager Rex Taylor, Town Clerk/Assistant to Town Manager Yudy Alvarez, Town Attorney Bradley W. Biggs, Police Chief Carl Webb, and Town residents.  
Pledge of Allegiance:   The Pledge of Allegiance was led by Erik Fischer, a resident at the Imperial House (4500).
Mayor Clayman read the Decorum Statement.
Approval of Agenda:  
A motion was made by Vice-Mayor Flagello and seconded by Council Member Gottlieb to approve the Agenda.  Upon vote motion passed 5-0.
Approval of Minutes:

· Regular Town Council Meeting – October 28, 2014  
A motion was made by Vice-Mayor Flagello and seconded by Council Member Fischer to approve the October 28, 2014 Minutes.   Upon vote motion passed 5-0.
Correspondence and Communication - None
Ordinances:
· ORDINANCE NO. 274 – 2nd / FINAL READING - Granting Florida Power and Light Company (FPL) an Electric Franchise; and providing for a franchise fee payment to the Town of generally 6% of FPL’s energy sales within the Town, a 30-year term, the repeal of Ordinance No. 121 and codification in new Appendix A of the Town of South Palm Beach Code of Ordinances.
Town Attorney Biggs read Ordinance No. 274 Title and further explained it.
A motion was made by Vice-Mayor Flagello and seconded by Council Member Gottlieb to approve Ordinance No. 274 Final Reading.  Upon vote motion passed 5-0. 
· ORDINANCE NO. 275 / FIRST READING – Providing for the submission to the electors of the Town an Amendment to the Town Charter to provide for an elimination of term limits previously applicable to Town Council Members and the Mayor; and providing for submission of this proposed Charter Amendment to the electors of the Town at the election to be held on March 10, 2015 such that there would be no term limits for newly elected or re-elected Town Council Members as of that same date.  Second Reading scheduled for December 15, 2014
Town Attorney Biggs read Ordinance No. 275 Title with the change and explained the verbiage “beginning with March 10, 2015”.
A motion was made by Vice-Mayor Flagello and seconded by Council Member Fischer to approve Ordinance No. 275 First Reading with the change.  Upon vote motion passed 5-0.
· ORDINANCE NO. 276 / FIRST READING - Providing for the submission to the electors of the Town an Amendment to the Town Charter to provide for an elimination of the term limits in the Charter previously applicable to members of Town Boards and Committees along with the elimination of the Citizen Advisory Council in its entirety; and providing for submission of this proposed Charter Amendment to the electors of the Town at the election to be held on March 10, 2015.  Second Reading scheduled for December 15, 2014
Town Attorney Biggs read Ordinance No. 276 Title and further explained it.
A motion was made by Council Member Gottlieb and seconded by Vice-Mayor Flagello to approve Ordinance No. 276 First Reading.  Upon vote motion passed 5-0.
· ORDINANCE NO. 277 / FIRST READING – Providing for the submission to the electors of the Town an Amendment to the Town Charter to provide for a modification to the procedure for filling vacancies on the Town Council in the event that there are more than six (6) months remaining in an unexpired term of any Town Council Member and no regular Town election is scheduled within six (6) months; and providing for certain revisions in the same Section 2-10 due to scrivener’s error in code references along with the submission of this proposed Charter Amendment to the electors of the Town at the election to be held on March 10, 2015.  Second Reading scheduled for December 15, 2014. 
Town Attorney Biggs read Ordinance No. 277 Title and further explained it.
A motion was made by Vice-Mayor Flagello and seconded by Council Member Fischer to approve Ordinance No. 277 First Reading.  Upon vote motion passed 4-1, with Council Member Jordan abstaining.
· ORDINANCE NO. 278 / FIRST READING – Providing for the submission to the electors of the Town an Amendment to the Town Charter to provide for a modification to two (2) listed, prerequisite qualifications required in order to be considered for the position for Town Manager; and providing for submission of this proposed Charter Amendment to the electors of the Town at the election to be held on March 10, 2015.  Second Reading scheduled for December 15, 2014.
Town Attorney Biggs read Ordinance No. 278 Title and further explained it.

A motion was made by Council Member Gottlieb and seconded by Council Member Jordan to approve Ordinance No. 278 First Reading.  Upon vote motion passed 5-0. 
A discussion ensued amongst Council Members.
Resolutions - None
Other Business:

· Discussion and consideration by Town Council of suggested revisions to Chapter 2 regarding the final approval of applications for site plan such that any action by the Architectural Review Board would be advisory only, with final approval for site plan applications to be granted by the Town Council in the future
Council Member Gottlieb stated that he was in favor of this procedure to be effective immediately.
Town Attorney Biggs further explained the suggested revisions.
Town Manager Taylor reported on the Planning Board’s responsibilities.

A discussion ensued between Council Members with regard to Chapter 2.
Council Member Gottlieb suggested Town Attorney Biggs draft another Chapter 2 revision, and reviewed at the next Town Council Meeting.  
Financials:
· Un-audited Financial Statements for period ending October 2014

A motion was made by Vice-Mayor Flagello and seconded by Council Member Fischer to approve the Un-audited Financial Statements for period ending October 2014.  Upon vote motion passed 5-0.
Reports of Town Officials:
· Town Manager

Town Manager Taylor discussed the Special Meeting for his replacement to be held on Tuesday, November 25th, 2014, at 8:00 a.m.  He described the Candidates’ binders given to all Council Members for their review.  He also reported that there will be a meeting on Saturday, December 6, 2014, for interviewing the potential candidates.  Town Manager Taylor discussed a letter he received from Town of Lake Worth Attorney Glen Corcivia regarding John Prince Park in Lake Worth, Florida holding spring training in that facility.   
Town Attorney Biggs read and described Resolution No. 06-2014 with reference to John Prince Park Field Training.
A motion was made by Vice-Mayor Flagello and seconded by Council Member Fischer to approve Resolution No. 6-2014.  Upon vote motion passed 5-0.
Town Manager Taylor reported on the four (4) drafted Charter changes which were distributed to Council Members.  He also discussed the Town’s generator issues, and the upcoming expenses.

· Police Department

Activity Report for October 2014
Chief Webb stated that the Activity Report for October 2014 was on file.  He also reported that commencing Monday, November 17, 2014, until the end of the month, it is “Click It or Ticket” and urged everyone to use their seatbelts when in an automobile.
Council Member Fischer inquired regarding the “Number of Events by Nature” on the Activity Report.
Chief Webb described the item.
Council Member Gottlieb inquired regarding the construction on the Lake Worth Bridge.

Chief Webb explained that it should not affect any Town of South Palm Beach services.

Vice-Mayor Flagello inquired regarding the necessary Police Department upgrades at a cost of $25,000.
Chief Webb described in detail what the upgrades were.   
Town Manager Taylor stated that the lobby renovation was not part of the Police Department upgrades.  He continued that he has received the plans for the project.

Town Attorney Biggs reported on the new continuing four (4) hour Ethics Training Program, beginning after January 1, 2015, which will be held in Town Hall.

Council Member Fischer discussed the beaches.
Council Member Gottlieb reported that Former Council Member Joseph Kobalski passed away one week ago.
Mayor Clayman asked for a moment of silence.
Council Member Gottlieb discussed the Town’s Facebook project, and thanked Town Clerk Yudy  Alvarez for all her efforts with the Town and Channel 99.  He also addressed the new All Aboard Florida Train Service’s possible issues with the Town of South Palm Beach.
Council Member Jordan thanked Town Clerk Alvarez for all her hard work and commended her on her great job as Town Clerk.  She also discussed the All Aboard Florida issues regarding possible emergencies on the barrier islands.

Public Comments:  
Craig Henne, Brittany (3575) discussed the problems of the high number of trains and waste of money with the new train system.  He requested that the Town’s events should be broadcasted “live” on Channel 99.
