REGULAR TOWN COUNCIL MEETING
TUESDAY, SEPTEMBER 23, 2014 
Immediately Following 2nd Budget Public Hearing

Call to Order and Roll Call:  Mayor Donald W. Clayman called to order the Regular Town Council Meeting at 7:16 p.m.  Present were Mayor Clayman in Chair, Vice-Mayor Joseph M. Flagello, Council Members Bernice (Bonnie) Fischer, Robert Gottlieb, and Stella Gaddy Jordan (on telephone).  Also present were Town Manager Rex Taylor, Town Clerk/Assistant to Town Manager Yudy Alvarez, Town Attorney Bradley Biggs, Police Chief Carl Webb, Lieutenant Robert A. Rizzotto and Town residents.  
Vice-Mayor Flagello asked for a moment of silence for Lieutenant Robert Rizzotto’s mother, Dolores Rizzotto who passed away on September 11, 2014.  
Pledge of Allegiance:   The Pledge of Allegiance was led by resident of the Imperial House (4500) Erik Fischer.
Mayor Clayman requested an addition to the Agenda with regard to holding a Charter Review Workshop.
A motion was made by Vice-Mayor Flagello and seconded by Council Member Gottlieb to add the Charter Review Workshop to the Agenda.  Upon vote motion passed 5-0.
Approval of Agenda:  
A motion was made by Vice-Mayor Flagello and seconded by Council Member Fischer for approval of the amended Agenda.  Upon vote motion passed 5-0.
Mayor Clayman read the Decorum Statement.
Council Member Fischer stated that she felt it was time for changes in the Town’s Charter and possibly the Town’s Ordinances.  
Town Attorney Biggs stated that the Town’s Charter was not that old, but agreed that some items needed to be reviewed. He discussed in detail the process if the changes were to be on the March 2015 Election ballot.  He commented that less is more when it comes to Charter changes.
A discussion ensued amongst Council Members regarding the Charter and its process in order to make changes.
A motion was made by Vice-Mayor Flagello and seconded by Council Member Fischer to hold a Charter Review Workshop on Thursday, October 9, 2015, at 8:30 a.m.  Upon vote motion passed 5-0.

A motion was made by Vice-Mayor Flagello and seconded by Council Member Fischer to approve the August 26, 2014 with amendments.  He continued that on Page 5 there was a duplication of the adjournment sentence and that it should be removed. 

Council Member Fischer reported that her son, Erik Fischer’s name is spelled with a “k” not a “c”.  

Another motion was made by Vice-Mayor Flagello and seconded by Council Member Fischer to approve the amended Regular Town Council Meeting Minutes of August 26, 2014, 1st Budget Public Hearing Minutes of September 09, 2014 and the Regular Town Council Meeting Minutes of September 09, 2014.  Upon vote motion passed 5-0.
Correspondence and Communication:  
· Consideration and review of Interlocal Agreement for Fire Protection and Emergency Medical Services by and between the Town of South Palm Beach and Palm Beach County
Town Manager Taylor explained in detail the Interlocal Agreement for Fire Protection and Emergency Medical Services by and between the Town of South Palm Beach and Palm Beach County.
A motion was made by Council Member Fischer and seconded by Vice-Mayor Flagello to approve the Interlocal Agreement for Fire Protection and Emergency Medical Services by and between the Town of South Palm Beach and Palm Beach County.  Upon vote motion passed 5-0.

Ordinances – None
Resolutions:
Town Attorney Biggs read and explained in detail Resolution No. 02-2014.                                               
· RESOLUTION NO. 02-2014:  Consideration of Resolution 02-2014 to approve and adopt the 2015 revised Palm Beach County Local Mitigation Strategy Plan; providing an effective date; and for other purposes.
Council Member Jordan inquired regarding any increased costs.  
Town Attorney Biggs responded that there were no costs associated with this plan.

A motion was made by Vice-Mayor Flagello and seconded by Council Member Fisher to approve Resolution No. 02-2014.  
Vice-Mayor Flagello referred to Page 2, Section 5 of the Resolution, and inquired regarding the plans for mitigation.

Town Attorney Biggs further explained the process.

Council Member Gottlieb inquired as to the meaning of mitigation.  
Town Attorney Biggs reported on the meaning of mitigation within this continuing Mitigation Strategy Plan.
Upon vote motion passed 5-0.
Other Business:

· Discussion between Town Council regarding increased security measures and appearance upgrades to lobby area of Town Hall and Police Department main entrance.

Vice-Mayor Flagello discussed his security concerns with the Town Hall’s front lobby.  
Town Manager Taylor stated he agreed on this issue.
A discussion ensued amongst Council Members.

Vice-Mayor Flagello thanked Chief Webb for the new equipment program being utilized in Town.

Chief Webb explained and described the new surplus equipment program which has tactical weapon returns from the military and were purchased at a discounted cost for the Town of South Palm Beach.  He also reported that his Staff has been trained accordingly for usage of these weapons.

A motion was made by Vice-Mayor Flagello and seconded by Council Member Gottlieb to approve the Un-audited Financial Statements for period ending August 2014.  Upon vote motion passed 5-0.

Town Manager Taylor reported in detail on the Palm Beach Oceanfront Inn Motel, (3550 South Ocean Boulevard) closing.  He stated that the property will be fenced in by the upcoming week, and that the project is moving forward.

· Activity Report for August 2014

Lt. Rizzotto thanked the Town for the flower arrangements sent in memory of his mother.  He also detailed the Police Activity Report.  Lt. Rizzotto commended the South Palm Beach Police Officers for their great jobs.  He advised all residents to only use contractors with the proper credentials. He reported that the new equipped vehicle will be at Town Hall in approximately three (3) weeks.  
Chief Webb thanked Council Members and Town Manager Taylor for all their assistance and consideration.  He also reported on the recent various attacks on Police Officers with weapons in the country.  Chief Webb recapped the importance of having security for the Town Hall’s front lobby.  He commended Lt. Rizzotto for his many nightly appearances in Town to assist in apprehending any possible individuals involved with the recent onset of car burglaries.

Mayor Clayman stated that he would like to see more people participating in the Yoga Class.  He commended Council Member Fischer for all her efforts having this program held weekly at Town Hall.  Mayor Clayman also highlighted the October Newsletter.

Vice-Mayor Flagello stated that he is very sad with reference to Town Manager Taylor’s retirement.  He also inquired regarding any success with hiring a new Police Officer.
Chief Webb responded that the applications received recently were not acceptable for the position of a South Palm Beach Police Officer.  He continued that he would refer to the many active applications received earlier this year to select a possible candidate.  
Council Member Fischer reported that she will be attending the Beaches and Coastal Conference, September 24th through September 26th, in Bonita Springs, Florida, and will report back at the next Town Council Meeting.  She commended resident Elvadianne Culbertson for her memorial to Former Mayor Maurice (Maury) Jacobson in the October Newsletter.  Council Member Fischer also presented a picture of Mayor Jacobson to the Town Council donated by her neighbor in the Imperial House (4500), Artist Anthony Carella.  She asked Town Council for their consideration of the expense of having the picture framed properly.  

A consensus was made by Town Council Members to have the picture properly framed. 
Council Member Gottlieb stated that he wants to discuss Facebook in Town with Town Attorney Biggs.  He also commented on the kayak issue, and bicycle safety.   
Council Member Jordan stated she had no report.
