REGULAR TOWN COUNCIL MEETING
          TUESDAY, APRIL 22, 2014 – 7:15 P.M.
Call to Order and Roll Call:  Mayor Donald W. Clayman called to order the Regular Town Council Meeting at 7:13 p.m.  Present were Mayor Clayman in chair, Vice-Mayor Joseph M. Flagello, Council Members Stella Gaddy Jordan, Bernice (Bonnie) Fischer, and Robert Gottlieb. Also present were Town Manager Rex Taylor, Town Clerk/Assistant to Town Manager Yudy Alvarez, Police Chief Carl Webb, and Town Attorney Bradley Biggs.    
Pledge of Allegiance:  The Pledge of Allegiance was led by Chief Carl Webb.

Mayor Clayman read the Decorum Statement. 
Approval of Agenda:  
A motion was made by Council Member Fisher and seconded by Council Member Gottlieb to approve the Agenda.  Upon vote motion passed 5-0.

Approval of Minutes:

· Regular Town Council Meeting Minutes – March  25, 2014

A motion was made by Vice-Mayor Flagello and seconded by Council Member Fischer to approve the March 25, 2014 Minutes.  Upon vote motion passed 5-0.
Swearing in Ceremony:
· Yudy Alvarez, Town Clerk, Will Swear In Ms. Stella Gaddy Jordan, as a Member of the Town Council 
 
Town Clerk Alvarez swore in Stella Gaddy Jordan as a Member of the Town Council.
Second Roll Call with Newly Elected Council Member:

Town Clerk Alvarez called a second roll call with newly elected Town Council Member Jordan.     
Correspondence and Communication:
· In accordance with Section 2-8(a) of the Town Charter, Town Manager requests Town Council concurrence for the appointment of Yudy Alvarez, as Town Clerk
A motion was made by Council Member Jordan and seconded by Vice-Mayor Flagello for Yudy Alvarez to be appointed as a full-fledged Town Clerk.  Upon vote motion passed 5-0.
· In accordance with Section 2-8(b) of the Town Charter, Town Manager requests Town Council concurrence for the appointment of Carl Webb, as Chief of Police
A motion was made by Council Member Jordan and seconded by Vice-Mayor Flagello for Carl Webb to be appointed as Chief of Police.  Upon vote motion passed 5-0.
· Presentation of the Town of South Palm Beach, Florida Comprehensive Annual Financial Report for the fiscal year ending September 30, 2013, by N. Ronald Bennett, CPA with Nowlen, Holt and Miner, P.A.
Mr. Bennett gave a brief presentation on the financial highlights of the CAFR.  He reported that there were all clean opinions on the Report.  Mr. Bennett also thanked the Town for all their assistance.
Council Member Jordan commented on the Fund Balance.
A motion was made by Council Member Jordan and seconded by Vice-Mayor Flagello to accept the Comprehensive Annual Financial Report for the fiscal year ending September 30, 2013.  Upon vote motion passed 5-0.

Other Business:

· In accordance with Section 2-0 of the Town Charter and Section 2-76(a) of the Town Code following review and subsequent recommendation by the Citizens Advisory Council at their meeting held on April 14, 2104, Town Manager is submitting for approval by the Town Council recommendations on all boards and committee membership in order to fill vacancies, provide for re-appointments for terms of three (3) years, except for the Community Affairs Advisory Board whose members serve only two (2) year terms.  (See Memo from Town Manager Taylor dated April 14, 2014)
Town Manager Taylor added Resident Jesse L. Cohen, Mayfair House (3589) as an alternate on the Architectural Review Board.  
Town Attorney Biggs listed all the appointees for the various boards in the Town for the years 2016/2017.
A motion was made by Vice-Mayor Flagello and seconded by Council Member Gottlieb to approve all the Board Appointees for the years 2016 - 2017, in accordance with Section 2-0 of the Town Charter and Section 2-76(a) of the Town Code.  Upon vote motion passed 5-0.  
· Consideration for approval of a Proclamation declaring the week of May 28 – 14, 2014 as Water Reuse Week
Town Attorney Biggs read the Proclamation declaring the week of May 18 – 24, 2014 as 
Water Reuse Week.

A motion was made by Vice-Mayor Flagello and seconded by Council Member Fischer to approve the Water Reuse Week of May 18 – 24, 2014.  Upon vote motion passed 5-0.
· Consideration for approval of a Proclamation declaring that the month of May should be designated as Civility Month, and to call upon all citizens to exercise civility toward each other
Town Attorney Biggs read the Proclamation for Civility Month be the month of May.

A motion was made by Council Member Fischer and seconded by Vice-Mayor Flagello to approve the Proclamation for Civility Month be the month of May.  Upon vote motion passed 5-0.
· Consideration of approval to spend an amount not to exceed $12,000 to replace the overhead door in the Apparatus Bay
Town Manager Taylor explained the issues of the 40-year old broken overhead door on the fire bay, and its replacement, at a cost of no higher than $12,000.
A discussion ensued amongst the Council Members and Town Manager Taylor with regard to the fire bay door. 
Vice-Mayor Flagello inquired if $12,000 was a good buffer, as he did not want the Town boxed in with that amount.
Town Manager Taylor responded that he felt comfortable with $12,000.
Council Member Gottlieb suggested $15,000, and stated that if it is less, everyone would be grateful.
A motion was made by Council Member Gottlieb and seconded by Vice-Mayor Flagello to approve the purchase of a new overhead door for the fire bay at a cost of no higher than $15,000.  Upon vote motion passed 5-0.

Financials:

· Un-audited Financial Statements for period ending March 2014

A motion was made by Vice-Mayor Flagello and seconded by Council Member Jordan to approve the Financial Statements for period ending March 2014.  
Council Member Fischer inquired regarding the overtime hours listed for the Police Officers.

Chief Webb responded that it was for court appearance time.
Upon vote motion passed 5-0.
Reports of Town Officials:
· Town Manager
Town Manager Taylor reported that he had a very good meeting with the Department of Transportation (DOT) where he learned that a special study was completed regarding crosswalks for the Town of South Palm Beach, and further that the DOT could not justify crosswalks for the Town.  He also stated that they 
suggested pedestrian warning signs at appropriate locations in Town.  Town Manager Taylor commented that they would put one sign in each direction.  He stated that he will keep the Town Council updated on any further information he receives from DOT.
Council Member Jordan discussed possible sidewalks being put in on the east side of the road.

A discussion ensued regarding pedestrian signs.
Town Manager Taylor also reported the passing of Margie Kachoa on Easter Sunday.  He continued that she was a reporter at the Palm Beach Daily News Shiny Sheet, and covered the Town of South Palm Beach.
· Police Department

Police Chief Webb stated that the Activity Report for March 2014 was on file.  He also thanked the Town for his permanent appointment.
Council Member Fischer inquired regarding the detection of alcohol.

Police Chief Webb described in detail the procedure that the Police Officers follow when there is a suspected Driving under the Influence (DUI) issue.
Mayor Clayman and Council Member Jordan both commended Chief Webb on his work and his reports.
Council Member Gottlieb addressed the quick response times when necessary.
· Town Attorney

Town Attorney Biggs reported on the League’s Luncheon being held on April 23rd, at the Atlantis Country Club.
· Building Official
Report on Building Permits issued through March 2014 is on file.
Board and Committee Reports:

Lucille Flagello, Community Affairs Advisory Board (CAAB) Bus Trip Chairperson reported on the most recent Casino Bus Trip, and she stated that there will be more casino bus trips during the summer months. 

Mayor’s Report:

Mayor Clayman reported on the too frequent Lantana Bridge openings, and read a letter from Congressman Steven Abrams’ Office.  
Reports From Members of Council:
Vice-Mayor Flagello congratulated Town Clerk Yudy Alvarez, Chief of Police Webb, Police Officers Carol Johnson, Robert Rizzotto, Mark McKirchy, Jason LaForte, Michael Ladda, Stephen Kirkpatrick, and Mark Garrison.  He also reported on the sewer numbers of capacity.  
Council Member Fischer stated that this day is Earth Day.  She discussed various ways to save the beaches from discarded plastic items.  Council Member Fischer discussed and described the seaweed on the beach, and gave some background on the Environmental Impact Statement, which should be completed in July.  She also reported that short groins are being considered as the alternative for beach renourishment.         
Council Member Gottlieb stated that in July is when the Town will have to take action with regard to the short groins and its costs.  He reported that the August Primary Date is August 26th and the Florida Govnatorial Election is on November 4th.  Council Member Gottlieb also commented that security camera systems should be researched at this time, as other neighboring Towns are getting involved with them.  He commended all staff in Town.
Council Member Jordan discussed net funds, beach expenses and the budget process for the upcoming year.  She suggested a plan of action.  Council Member Jordan thanked the Town constituents, and the Board Members.

Vice-Mayor Flagello wished Town Manager Taylor and his wife a Happy 44th Anniversary. 
Public Comments:

Linda Taft, Tuscany Condominium (3570) inquired if there are statistics recorded for Fire Rescue response time.  She suggested that there should be data on the time the patient arrives at the hospital.
Chief Webb responded that there are statistics recorded for response times.  He added that he will talk to the Battalion Chief, Rescue 38.  Chief Webb stated that he will keep the Town updated at the next meeting.
Patricia Schulmayr, Southgate (3605) discussed how sidewalks on the east side of A1A are not necessary and will look awful.
Anthony Lucarelli, South Palm Beach Residence (3500) discussed Channel 99 listing two (2) telephone numbers for the police, and no recent Board Meetings were listed.  He continued inquiring regarding seaweed.
Council Member Jordan responded with regard to seaweed on the beaches.
Vice-Mayor Flagello stated that Mr. Lucarelli 3-minute time had expired.

A motion was made by Vice-Mayor Flagello and seconded by Council Member Jordan to allow Mr. Lucarelli to continue his comments.  Upon vote motion passed 5-0.

A detailed discussion ensued regarding cleaning and recycling seaweed from the beaches.

A motion was made by Vice-Mayor Flagello and seconded by Council Member Fischer to adjourn the meeting.  Upon vote motion passed 5-0.
Mayor Clayman adjourned the meeting at 8:35 p.m.
