REGULAR TOWN COUNCIL MEETING
JANUARY 28, 2014 – 7:15 P.M.
Call to Order and Roll Call:  Mayor Donald W. Clayman called to order the Regular Town Council Meeting at 7:15 p.m.  Present were Mayor Clayman in chair, Vice-Mayor Joseph M. Flagello, Council Members Bernice (Bonnie) Fischer, Robert Gottlieb, and Stella Gaddy Jordan.  Also present were Town Manager Rex Taylor, Town Clerk/Assistant to Town Manager Yudy Alvarez, Town Attorney Bradley Biggs, and Police Chief Carl Webb.    
Mayor Clayman asked for a moment of silence in memory of Timothy O’Melia, a reporter from The  Coastal Star.  He also introduced Daniel Moffitt who will be replacing Mr. O’Melia, at Town of South Palm Beach Council Meetings.  Mayor Clayman reported that Stephanie Zachary from Representative Lois Frankel’s Office was in attendance at this meeting.  
Pledge of Allegiance:  The Pledge of Allegiance was given by Former Lieutenant Nicholas Alvaro.
Mayor Clayman read the decorum statement.

Approval of Agenda:  
A motion was made by Vice-Mayor Flagello and seconded by Council Member Jordan to approve the Agenda.  Upon vote motion passed 5-0.
Approval of Minutes:
· Regular Town Council Meeting – December 17, 2013
Council Member Fischer stated that her friend’s name was misspelled in the December 17, 2013 Minutes and reported the correct spelling of her dear friend, and companion to Former Mayor Maurice J. Jacobson, was Mary Palomba.
A motion was made by Vice-Mayor Flagello and seconded by Council Member Gottlieb to approve the amended Regular Town Council Meeting Minutes dated December 17, 2013.  
Correspondence and Communication:   
· Consideration of Addendum to the Collective Bargaining Agreement for Town Council approval for the 1.5 percent salary compensation increase for non-probationary bargaining unit members, which was recommended by James Brady, Special Magistrate, and it has been ratified by the Police Union.  
Town Manager Taylor explained the Agreement in detail.  
A motion was made by Vice-Mayor Flagello and seconded by Council Member Fischer to approve the Addendum to the Collective Bargaining Agreement.  
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A discussion ensued regarding the Agreement.
Upon vote motion passed 5-0.

· Consideration of an “Interlocal Agreement” between the Town of Lantana and the Town of South Palm Beach related to the provision of routine, police service assistance from Lantana’s Police Department upon the request of the South Palm 
Beach Police Department.
Town Manager Taylor explained the Agreement in detail.

A motion was made by Vice-Mayor Flagello and seconded by Council Member Gottlieb to approve the “Interlocal Agreement” between the Town of Lantana and the Town of South Palm Beach.
Upon vote motion passed 5-0.

Ordinances:  
· ORDINANCE NO. 271 / FIRST READING / PUBLIC HEARING
An Ordinance offering proposed Text Amendments to Chapter 26.  Land Development.  Specifically, amendments are proposed to Art. VI. Floodplain Management, by repealing this article in its entirety and readopting it to provide for the most updated version of the State of Florida floodplain management ordinance so that corrections to typographical errors in the previous model ordinance and other minor revisions being required by FEMA may now be included in the Town’s floodplain management regulations; and rescinding Ordinance No. 267, in order to be consistent with the minimum requirements of the National Flood Insurance Program and the newly updated Florida Building Code.  
Town Attorney Biggs read the Title to Ordinance No. 271 and explained it in detail.
A motion was made by Council Member Jordan and seconded by Vice-Mayor Flagello to adopt Ordinance No. 271.  Upon vote motion passed 5-0.

· ORDINANCE NO. 272 / FIRST READING / PUBLIC HEARING
An Ordinance offering proposed Text Amendments to Chapter 10. Building and Building Regulations at Article IV.  Building Codes. Specifically, amendments are proposed to Sec. 10-91. By repealing and readopting certain sections of Chapter 1. Of the Flordia Building Code pertaining to structures in the flood hazard areas in order to conform to FEMA’s review and final modifications to the model ordinance recently promulgated in 2013; and rescinding Ordinance No. 266 in order to be consistent with the minimum requirements of the National Flood Insurance Program and the newly updated Florida Building Code.

Town Attorney Biggs read the Title to Ordinance No. 272 and discussed the changes FEMA requested Town of South Palm Beach to change.

A motion was made by Council Member Jordan and seconded by Vice-Mayor Flagello to adopt Ordinance No. 272.   Upon vote motion passed 5-0.
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Resolutions - None
Other Business:
Mayor Clayman presented a plaque to Former Lieutenant Nicholas (Nick) Alvaro, and commended him on his outstanding years of service to the Town of South Palm Beach from April 17, 1992, until he retired from service on December 24, 2013.
Former Lt. Alvaro thanked everyone for this honor, and recognized the great staff.    
Town Manager Taylor stated that Former Lieutenant Alvaro was also the Town’s Fire Inspector.

Vice-Mayor Flagello commented that Former Lieutenant Alvaro always did a superb job, especially with grant proposals.
Financials:

· Un-audited Financial Statements for period ending December 2013
Council Member Fischer inquired regarding the higher fuel costs for the past month.

Chief Webb explained in detail the reasons for the higher fuel costs.
A motion was made by Vice-Mayor Flagello and seconded by Council Member Fischer to approve the Un-audited Financial Statements for period ending December 2013.  Upon vote motion passed 5-0.

Reports of Town Officials:
· Town Manager
Town Manager Taylor commented on the electric charging stations with regard to resident, Paul Least’s request.   He discussed this topic in detail.  Town Manager Taylor also reported that Government Channel 99’s defective hardware has been ordered, and will be installed by Comcast.  He reported that the sewer issues with the Town of Palm Beach have been completed.  Town Manager Taylor also discussed the Town’s upcoming events.          
· Police Department
Police Chief Webb stated that the Activity Report for December 2013 was on file.  He also reported that he has hired one new Police Officer, and is looking at another officer, which will bring the Department to full staff.
Council Member Fischer inquired as to what kind of criminal activity was taking place in Town.  She also referred to an incorrect date on the Police Report.

Police Chief Webb responded to both inquiries.
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· Town Attorney
Town Attorney Biggs reported on the Inspector General’s law suit on funding.  He also commented on the availability of Florida Atlantic University Football Stadium tickets.           
· Building Official
Report on Building Permits issued through December 2013 was on file.

Council Member Gottlieb commented on how the building permits’ revenue has increased.  
Board and Committee Reports:
Town Manager Taylor gave a report earlier in the meeting on the upcoming Community Affairs Advisory Board (CAAB) events.
Mayor’s Report:

Mayor Clayman reported on the terrific 2014 Lecture and Music Series and also The Robert Welstein Quest for Knowledge.  He stated that there were still tickets available for the Music Series, and the “B” Lecture Series on Thursday evenings, as “A” Lecture Series has been sold out.
Reports from Members of Council:
Vice-Mayor Flagello discussed his conversation with Senator Jeff Clemens, and stated that the Senator does a great deal for the Town.  He also commended and thanked the Town Staff with regard to their assistance in reassuring that CAAB events are a huge success.  Vice-Mayor Flagello reported that the “American Red Cross Shelter View” App is now available, and can be utilized in an emergency situation.  He also addressed the issue of the flu in this area.              
Council Member Fischer also commented on her good relationship with Senator Jeff Clemens who has assisted her in several situations.  She reported that she will be attending the Beach and Shore Conference in Stuart, Florida, on February 12, 2014.  Council Member Fischer referred to an article which was in the Sun Sentinel this past Sunday regarding beach nourishment projects.      
Council Member Gottlieb reported that he has decided to run for Office again, and he explained in detail his reasons.  

Council Member Jordan stated that it was great to be back, and reported that she too has decided to run for Office and detailed her reasons.  
Public Comments:    
Craig Henne, Brittany Condominium (3575) discussed Channel 99.  He highly commended the Robert Welstein Quest for Knowledge Program.  Mr. Henne suggested having cameras in Town Hall meetings so the residents could have the meetings come into their homes.
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Council Member Gottlieb commented on Mr. Henne’s topics.  He discussed suggestions for having more residents attend the Council Meetings, e.g. hot topic subjects.

A motion was made by Council Member Gottlieb and seconded by Vice-Mayor Flagello to adjourn the meeting.  Upon vote motion passed 5-0.
